1-  The present form, duly filled in and signed;

2-  A complete curriculum vitae of the candidate (Please dispense with joining other books or articles than the one submitted to the Prize);
3-  The abovementioned letter of intent;

4-  A photocopy of an official I.D.
5-  When non citizen of any member state of the European Union, or of any state part to the European Economic Area agreement, or of Switzerland, documents establishing that the individual has been a fiscal resident, in the last five years at least, of any of the abovementioned states.
If a submission form is shared by all co-authors of the work or of the article submitted, the file should include the curricula and photocopies of I.D.’s of all co-authors as well as, when relevant, the documents establishing the fiscal residency of all co-authors in the sense of paragraph 5 above.
